Criteria Requirements for Mission and Outreach Support

 of Organizations and/or Projects/Initiatives

1. The Mission and Outreach Committee will consider organizations that are religious and/or secular, the purposes of which are consistent with Christian values and principles.

2. The mix of organizations supported should represent a range of geographic concerns, in Winchester, neighboring towns and communities, Boston, nationally and internationally.

3. The organizations should address underlying issues of human rights and of social and economic justice, reflect a mix of ages, races and ethnicities and address a range of issues such as education, health, housing, feeding, clothing, jobs, and self-sufficiency.
4. The organizations, to the maximum extent possible, should undertake projects or initiatives that are directed towards alleviating immediate needs and affecting permanent or long-term change.  
Within each organization, projects/initiatives need to meet the following criteria:

Each ministry, project or new initiative must strive to meet…

1. The project has an Epiphany leader who will build a relationship with the organization’s leaders, champion the cause, organize support and find volunteers, if needed.  

2.    There is a core group of people within the Parish dedicated to supporting the project.


3.    The project provides opportunities for parishioner participation in a variety of ways including hands on personal service, investment, serving on committees, advocacy or educational experiences.  

4.  An Epiphany leader will periodically provide an assessment of the organization and related projects in a 1 page “mission vision and goals statement “ addressing the following questions:

a. What were your accomplishments last year?

b. What are your plans for next year?

c. What are you asking for: volunteer commitment, financial support, or both?

When requesting financial support, please submit a request in writing to the Outreach co-chairs that includes the following information: 
a. Please specify amount needed

b. Explain why it is needed and when and how it will be used
